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Course Description

French III is an advanced course that delves deeper into the French language, as well as the culture of France and Francophone countries.  We will hone speaking, listening, reading and writing skills.  The goal is communication! The class is organized around the three modes of communication:  Interpersonal Speaking and Writing, Interpretive Listening and Writing and Presentational Speaking and Writing

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Supplies

Individual student books aren’t available, therefore keeping a notebook is imperative.  It serves as your reference for tests, quizzes and all class assignments.  The notebook should be a one/ two inch three-ring binder with tabs for Grammaire, Vocabulaire and Coffee Break French. 

All notebooks must be kept in each student’s handwriting and may not be copied or duplicated in any form.  Notebooks are graded each semester and are worth at least 100 points.  
Ear buds are used often and you should keep a pair with you at all times.

A five point grade is given every day.  The class participation grade is based on attendance, effort, preparation, willingness to speak French, contribution to a cooperative classroom environment, and the quality/quantity of participation in class activities, small group work and discussions.  
Ways to lose participation points:  

· Tardies/unexcused absences/not making up excused absence daily points 

· Inattentiveness/sleeping/head down

· Being unprepared/not willing to participate/not working with classmates

· Using more than your four bathroom passes per semester

· Having cellphone out, texting, or any electronic usage in class, including readers and/or ear buds in ears

If you have a school-approved absence, you may complete the work you have missed.  Until made up, all assignments, tests and quizzes will be recorded as a zero.  It is your responsibility to make an appointment before school to complete these.  

Fayette County policy for absences:

I am available Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday from 7:20-8:10.  You may only reschedule your appointment with me ONE TIME. It takes time for me to set up listening, class notes, etc, and it's important for you to keep your appointment.

If your two week window has passed, you can only receive 50% on any of the above mentioned items.  After four weeks, you may no longer take/submit any missing work.
